rock, box, plate etc. 

14. Any medium- art depicting the theme “Barns” 

15. Youth Fine Art Open Class  : any piece created by artist 14 years old and 

under.[must be ready to hang unless it is piece of sculpture]

16. Judges’ Choice: Best overall piece of Fine Art from sections 1-15
