1. Pansies, 3 stems 

2. Snapdragons, 3 stems 

3. Perennials, 3 stems, all different, must be named. (Stem; may carry one 

or more flowers or buds) 

4. Annuals, 3 stems, all different, must be named 

5. Dahlia, 1 bloom, any colour, under 6” 

6. Rose, 1 bloom, any colour  

7. Marigolds, 3 stems, any variety 

8. Sunflower, small head variety, 1 bloom (Bloom: an individual flower, 1 

to a stem, do not leave buds showing)

INSTRUCTIONS:  All flowers and plants entered for competition must

TIED (NOT TAPED) TO EXHIBIT. NO SILK FLOWERS OR ARTIFICIAL 

MATERIAL ALLOWED UNLESS REQUESTED. PLEASE REMOVE 

DAMAGED, DISCOLOURED, AND DEAD MATERIALS. ALSO READ 

PRIZE LIST CAREFULLY AND BE SURE THAT YOUR EXHIBIT IS 

ENTERED IN THE CORRECT SECTION.  ALL ARRANGEMENTS MUST 

BE ASSEMBLED BEFORE ARRIVAL AT THE EXHIBITS HALL.
